


Nevada is today among the healthiest 
and most productive economies in the 
United States. It leads the nation in 
population growth, employment growth 
and personal income growth.

Nevadaôs mining industry remains an 
important element of the Stateôs 
economic success in and out of its rural 
communities. The industry comprises a 
relatively small share of the Stateôs 
employment, but features two of the ten 
highest assessed taxpayers.

Applied Analysis conducted its 6th annual 
survey of mining businesses on behalf of 
the Nevada Mining Association; we also 
focused on women in the mining industry 
during another survey, which wrapped up 
in the beginning of this year.

From the survey results, it is clear that 
there are some potential misconceptions 
relating to Nevadaôs economy, the mining 
industry and the benefits mining brings to 
the state of Nevada.
